SUMMARY GR. 7-9 
 

BlendEd - Our “BlendEd” program uses our learning management system (Schoology), 
along with great print resources, onsite small group classes, field-trips and school-based 
activities for 950-1000 hours for grades 1-9. This program follows the Alberta Program of 
Studies (APS) in all subject areas. An Alberta Certificated teacher develops the instructional 
path, delivers the learning opportunities, coaches and assesses your student. 

 

 
 
Parents must be highly engaged partners in this learning path and it is truly a collaborative 
effort between the home and the school, combining the strengths of parent-student, 
student-teacher, and parent-teacher interaction. The degree to which parents are engaged in 
learning partnerships varies with the age of the student, the learning needs and the grade 
level.  
 
This program includes all the core resources, classes, field-trips, activities, testing, support 
etc. that are needed for completion of the basic instructional pathway. There may also a 
transportation grant available to parents from Alberta Education for approximately $504.00* 
 

 
Home Education – In a Home Education program, the parent designs, implements and 
evaluates the program.  A Phoenix teacher reports on the progress of the program. A 
minimum of 2 parent/student/teacher meetings each year to share the student’s portfolio are 
required. Resource funding allotment is ~$901.00* Please see our handbook for what kinds 
of items can be reimbursed.

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WHAT IS A FLIPPED CLASS? 

 

A flipped classroom is a blended learning strategy that reverses traditional teaching, moving lectures and 
content delivery (like videos) to before class (online/at home) so in-class time can be used for interactive, 
hands-on activities, problem-solving, and deeper discussion with instructor guidance, shifting the teacher from 
"sage on the stage" to "guide on the side".  

How it Works: 

1.​ Out-of-Class (Asynchronous): Students learn core concepts at their own pace by watching 
pre-recorded lectures, reading materials, or completing tutorials online. 

2.​ In-Class (Synchronous): Classroom time becomes a dynamic space for applying knowledge through 
group projects, debates, Q&A, labs, and working on homework with peer and teacher support.  

Key Characteristics: 

●​ Reversal: Lectures happen at home; "homework" happens in class. 
●​ Blended: Combines online learning (content delivery) with face-to-face interaction (application). 
●​ Student-Centered: Encourages active learning and deeper engagement. 
●​ Teacher Role Shift: Moves from direct instruction to facilitating active learning.  

Why it's Effective: 

●​ Students get help with difficult concepts when they encounter them, not later. 
●​ Allows for individualized coaching and self-paced learning. 
●​ Fosters collaboration and higher-order thinking skills (application, analysis) in class.  

Most of the courses in the teen program work this way. That’s why parental assistance is critical to 
student success. Elective classes may operate slightly differently.  
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BlendEd ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

●​ communicate with teacher(s) and other members of the school 
●​ provide a personal email address at the time of registration 
●​ promptly respond to email and phone calls from Phoenix staff 
●​ ensure student has all the technical tools necessary 
●​ access Schoology regularly to view school information, course marks and progress 

reports 
●​ assume responsibility for all materials and resources issued and are returned as required  
●​ cover the costs incurred above and beyond the program budget 
●​ provide a quiet space for the student  to work and establish a work routine 
●​ provide transportation to and from school or activities 
●​ support the policies, rules and procedures of the school including the personal mobile device policy from AB 

Education, in order to provide a safe and caring learning environment for staff and students 
 
   As a Phoenix Student, your responsibilities are to: 
 

●​ communicate with my teacher in all subject areas on a regular basis 
●​ attend scheduled sessions / classes regularly whether online or onsite 
●​ utilize a work schedule that reflects the time (daily and weekly) committed to academic studies 
●​ participate regularly each week by logging in daily and actively engaging with the content 
●​ promptly respond to email and phone calls from Phoenix 
●​ ask for help from Teacher when needed 
●​ use Schoology when you have questions 
●​ communicate with Phoenix’s front desk if there are technology concerns 
●​ complete assigned work, follow teacher directions and meet deadlines 
●​ demonstrate learning by completing assigned tasks 
●​ return resources upon completion of your courses 
●​ access Schoology regularly to view school information, course work and more  
●​ write final exams, as required, in all core subjects and PATs in grade 9 

 
Your Phoenix BlendEd Teacher will: 

●​ develop the program for each student 
●​ create opportunities for students to enhance their learning 
●​ be accessible to students/parents for instruction for a minimum of 950 hours each year 
●​ deliver, monitor and evaluate coursework that meets the requirements of the Alberta Program of Studies 
●​ respond to all work submitted in a timely fashion 
●​ provide students and their parents with meaningful feedback regarding student progress 
●​ help students prepare for final and provincial achievement tests 
●​ communicate progress and achievement through reports cards, email, schoology and/or by phone 
●​ communication with students & parents through email, text, schoology, phone, online sessions or in person 
●​ respond to all phone and email messages within two - three working days of receiving them 
●​ prepare report cards 
●​ inform students and parents of school events and other news

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HOW PSI WORKS 

Does your student need additional support? Some help learning to read? Some extra math 
instruction? We all do from time-to-time. You can book some Private Student Instruction (PSI) time 
with your Teacher. This one-on-one time is meant to assist students who are struggling. Students are 
not required to use this aspect of their program if it is not needed. PSI sessions are 30 minutes. 
BlendEd students can book 12 sessions. 

 
How to book time with your Teacher 

1.​ Use their booking link  in their google calendar  

2.​ Pick a 30 min time slot that works for your schedule. (PSI is not available in Sept or June) 

3.​ Only book a maximum of 4 PSI at one time. 

4.​ If your teacher feels your student needs more, they will encourage you to book another 
round of PSI.

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UNDERSTANDING YOUR FEES 

To ensure our program remains successful in the long term, we must maintain a stable financial 
foundation. While we are proud that we haven't increased our fees since 2021, the board recently 
had to evaluate a difficult question: Can we continue to offer a specialized junior high program 
without adjusting tuition? 

Why a Change is Necessary 
Since 2021, the cost of operating our school has risen across several key areas. To maintain the 
quality of our program, we have had to manage significant increases in: 

●​ Operational Costs: Expenses for heating, electricity, resources and facility rent have all 
gone up. 

●​ Technology: We must invest more to upgrade and maintain the computers and 
equipment our students use daily. 

●​ Fair Wages: Our dedicated staff members are the backbone of this program, and we are 
committed to providing them with competitive pay. 

●​ Program Enhancements: We added additional Teen Fridays to provide more student 
engagement and benefits, but we did so without passing those extra costs on to families. 

Understanding the Deficit 
For the past five years, the teen program has been operating at a deficit, meaning it costs 
more to run than it brings in through fees. Other programs at the Phoenix Foundation have 
been covering these losses to keep the program afloat. Last year, the program’s deficit 
reached approximately $38,000. With 26 students participating, this meant that about 
$1,460 per student was being subsidized by other programs. This goes against our goal of 
a "cost-recovery model," where each program generates enough revenue to cover its own 
expenses. 

 
Securing Our Future 

To ensure the future viability of the teen program, the board has determined that a fee 
increase is necessary. This shift will move us toward a sustainable budget, allowing the 
Phoenix Foundation to continue providing a high-quality, customized experience for our 
junior high students for years to come.

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ONSITE CLASSES  

 

There are two kinds of mandatory classes: 1. Core and 2. Elective classes. All core and elective classes are 
mandatory to attend. 

Core classes include Math, Language Arts, Science, Social, Physical Education and Health while Elective 
classes are designed to help students build their understanding of the world around them as they identify and 
apply career and life skills. Students develop communication, collaboration, critical thinking, time management 
and problem solving skills through hands-on, interdisciplinary learning experiences. Students pick 1 elective 
each quarter. Phoenix may adjust class registrations to accommodate class size.  

Elective Course Descriptions 

​ A - Drama - This Drama class will allow students to explore their creativity and imagination through various acting exercises and scene 
work. Students will learn about character development, stage presence, and storytelling while collaborating with their peers to create 
dynamic performances. The class will culminate in a final presentation, showcasing the students' growth and talent. (Max 15) 

​ B - Cooking / Kitchen Safety - This class will introduce students to the fundamentals of cooking, including basic techniques, 
measurements, and recipes. Emphasis will be placed on kitchen safety, hygiene, and proper handling of equipment and ingredients. 
Students will gain confidence in the kitchen and develop practical skills they can use for life. (Max 8)​
 

​ C - Art - This class allows students to explore a variety of artistic mediums and techniques, including sketching, painting, and more. 
Students will develop their creative expression and fine motor skills while gaining an appreciation for different art styles and historical 
contexts. The course provides a supportive environment for students to experiment, learn, and grow as artists. (Max 15) 

​ D - Leadership - Do you want to get more involved in your school community? Do you want to help plan and implement fun activities, 
mentor others, and make a difference at school? Leadership is a class for students who want to think creatively, take initiative, and 
lead by example. In this course, you will participate in a variety of activities that help you develop your own personal leadership style 
while contributing to a positive school culture. (Max 20) 

​ E - Design Studies - Design Studies is a dynamic and creative course that introduces students to the world of design through both 
traditional sketching and modern 3D modeling tools such as Tinker Cad and SketchUp. Students will explore a variety of design 
disciplines, including architecture, interior design, industrial design, engineering, and landscaping. The course emphasizes the full 
creative process—from identifying a problem or need to developing and refining a solution—while building core skills in balance, 
proportion, functionality, and aesthetics. Students will design functional and visually appealing spaces and objects, gaining insight into 
how designers shape the environments in which we live, work, and play. No prior experience is needed, and the course includes 
discussions about careers in architecture, civil engineering, interior and industrial design, urban planning, and related fields. (Max 15) 

​ F - Career Education & Financial Literacy - Step into the "real world" in this high-energy elective. This course brings together a 
community of future leaders to explore diverse career paths—from the trades and technology to entrepreneurship—while mastering 
the essential life skills needed to thrive after high school. Through hands-on simulations and collaborative projects, you will discover 
your unique strengths, build a professional resume, and learn the mechanics of "adulting," including banking, responsible credit use, 
and building a budget that actually works. Because this classroom combines multiple grades, you’ll have the unique opportunity to 
learn at your own pace, mentor others, and tackle real-world financial challenges alongside your peers. Whether you're planning your 
first summer job or mapping out your entire high school journey, this course gives you the "money and mastery" to own your future. 
(Max 20) 

​ G -  French - This fun and interactive course will focus on learning to speak French. Students will also begin to read and write in 
French. Students will learn the alphabet numbers, greetings, months/seasons/holidays, basic sentence structure, verb conjugation and 
vocabulary related to school supplies, calendar, school subjects, school personnel, school activities, home, family, friends, time, 
expressing likes/dislikes, personality traits, hobbies, weather, question words and holidays. In addition, there will be a small cultural 
component to this course. (Max 15) 

​ H - Power Up Your Learning - This class is ideal for students who require extra time and support to develop skills related to the 
learning process. Students will identify and strengthen the focus of their learning goals. They will learn how to use their learning 
preferences and strengths as a learner. Students will participate in small group and/or individual instruction of new strategies to support 
their personal learning style, including organizational skills, study strategies, remedial math, reading, and writing. They will be provided 
opportunities to apply their learning about their learning to complete assignments from their core classes. (Max 20)​
 

Home Education students in grades 7 - 9 may register for elective classes beginning August 16, 2026. 
Spaces will be released following BlendEd registration dates. Fees apply.  $185.00 per elective

Phoenix:

GOING TO HIGH SCHOOL WORKSHOP  
Prepare your Grade 9 student for the next step in their educational journey! Come and learn 
about options for High School, credentials, and graduation.  

 

HOW FOOD WORKS 

Phoenix offers an on-site snack program for everyone. This program is funded by 
donations from the Food Bank and families like YOU! We do have food from time to 
time but trust that the teens are aware of their allergies and needs. 

 
YEAR END CEREMONY 

Join us on Friday - June 18, 2027 - Invite your friends and family. Fee: FREE 
Kinder certificates, Grade 9 graduate acknowledgement and special awards - 
REGISTRATION REQUIRED! 
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IF THERE IS A DISCIPLINE PROBLEM 
 
The instructor will make your student aware of the problem or issue 
and indicate what they should be doing differently. They will be given 
one additional warning. 

After that, as you are the primary and on-going educator of your student, 
your assistance will be required. Your student may be allowed to 
continue to participate in the class with your assistance.  

If the behavior issue continues, you will be asked to remove your student from the class. We will 
not tolerate rude, disrespectful or unmanageable behavior. 

If there is a persistent problem, your Teacher or the Principal will help implement strategies to help 
correct the behavior. Once corrected, your student may attend classes again at that time if 
appropriate. 

In the Event of a Fire or Emergency 
 
There are current fire extinguishers located throughout the building. Most rooms 
have at least one. Fire drills are conducted randomly throughout the year 
regardless of weather. We generally do not do school-wide drills, but rather, our 
fire procedure is reviewed with students each and every class, as students all have 
a varied schedule. Your children know they are to stay with their instructor, follow 
the instructor out to the muster point and to wait for you there. 
 
Parents: If you are asked to leave the building in the event of a fire or Emergency, please go 
quickly to the nearest exit. These are marked on placards throughout the building. Take the 
children who are in your direct supervision and go outside to the muster point. We will meet you 
there. 
 
Muster point: Is the big RED Phoenix sign. We will ask you to initial the class list to release your 
student from our supervision into your care. 
 

Part of our safety plan is YOU! If you see a hazard, a stranger or are worried about 
something, please come and tell us! 

Need a Band-Aid? 
 
All our staff have their first aid certificate and a police check, so they can help! There are 
approximately 10 first aid kits in the building – at the Front Desk, in the Kinder Room, in the 
Kitchen, in the Creation Studio, in the Gym and in the Chopshop area. Plus, instructors have a 
small kit in their carts, even the field-trip backpack has one! I think we have you covered! 
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OTHER IMPORTANT THINGS 

 

ALLERGIES - Phoenix CANNOT in any way guarantee that the School is allergen 
free.  We ask that people be aware and do not bring common causes of anaphylaxis to 
the school. Depending on their age, anyone with an anaphylaxis allergy must either keep 
their epi-pen on their person or have a parent on-site with them at all times. 

ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE - Jr High students will use the Front Door. The front door 
will be locked once classes are in session. Please ring the doorbell and someone will 
assist you. Please use the parking lot drop-off for students that use the Front Door. 

 

ATTENDANCE - We track attendance including attendance to studies. Students who are 
not fully participating will be considered TRUANT. Parents, you are the most important 
part of your teens' participation in the program - they need your help, encouragement and 
participation too! If your teen is going to miss a day, you must call to let us know. Our 
number is 403-265-7701 

CURRICULUM BASED – All our classes are curriculum based.  

COMMUNICATION - We use Google groups, teen newsletter, email updates, the school 
calendar on the website, the Teen Program Guide, Schoology and Bookwhen. In addition 
to email, mail and phone. Please do your part by reading, responding or calling if you 
have questions. 

INTERNET - Phoenix provides a guest network for student use. The Phoenix Education 
Foundation Centre provides computer stations and access to the Internet for the use of 
Phoenix students and staff in support of educational and research activities. Internet 
users are expected to use this resource in a responsible and courteous manner, 
consistent with the purposes for which it is provided. Internet user agreement must be 
signed by all students. Phoenix does not use filtering software. Users of the Internet must 
assume full responsibility for the materials they use. 

PARENTS ONSITE - Parents of students on an IPP with a requirement for an aide, or a 
requirement for a parent to be on-site, are permitted to stay. There will be a designated 
space in the Learning Commons for these parents. Please do your best to keep younger 
siblings at home. 

PERSONAL MOBILE DEVICES (including smartwatches, smartphones, cell phones and 
headphones etc) will be restricted during instructional time for ECS to Grade 12 students. 
Students will be required to store devices in their backpacks. Exceptions may be granted 
for health and medical needs or to support special learning needs. application for 
exceptions can be made to the principal or equivalent on a case-by-case basis. Phoenix 
may permit the use of personal mobile devices for educational purposes or other 
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circumstances as determined by the principal or equivalent on a case-by-case basis.

REFUNDS / CANCELLATIONS - Class and events fees are non-refundable unless the 
event is canceled by Phoenix.  

RESTRICTIONS - Participants in any PHOENIX sponsored functions, field trips, events, 
classes or programs agree to follow the Field Trip Policy and the Code of Conduct. As 
such, Phoenix reserves the right to deny future access to any events, functions, field trips, 
or programs if this code is violated by a participant or parent. 

RISKS - Parents assume all responsibility and risk for themselves and their children while 
participating in any Phoenix activity. Event waivers are required. 

WITHDRAWAL AND TUITION REFUNDS - Tuition fees for the Junior High BlendEd 
Enhanced Program are 100% refundable when a student withdraws from Phoenix prior to 
the Sept 1 of each year for that school year, 50% refundable from Sept 1-15 and not 
refundable after Sept 15. Withdrawal notice must be in writing and submitted to the 
Principal.
